1. The applicant will maintain the 20 foot side to side separation between the new dwelling structure  and the garage, and
2. The applicant will maintain the 20 foot side setback between the new dwelling structure and the eastern most property line; and
3. The applicant will abide by any and all requirements of the Hoschton Zoning Ordinance and the Hoschton Code of Ordinances, including but not limited to Chapter 20:  Water and Sewerage Systems; and
4. Placement of the structure shall be done in accordance with the site plan submitted with the application as determined by the City’s contract planner, MDA; and
5. Both structures will be served by the existing driveway.
