H. UNFINISHED OR TABLED BUSINESS

1.    Rezoning Request from Ronnie Richardson 

A motion was made by Jim Cleveland to approve the application, RZ-10-01, 4.7 acres on W. Jefferson Street with the following conditions:
1.   If duplexes are constructed, they must be 4-sided brick.

2.  If duplexes are constructed, only one entrance will be visible from the street so that it looks like a single residence. 

3.  If duplexes are constructed, the will have a single drive to all structures with all parking in the rear.

4.  No structure will have more than two units per structure (no tri-plex, quad-plex or apartments).

5. Any and all single family structures will have facades of brick, stone or masonry siding.

6.  Maximum number of dwelling units is eight.

7.  The cost of any extension of water or sewer facilities to serve the subject property would

be at the owner’s or developer’s expense, and would be subject to City review and

approval.

8.   All requirements of the Hoschton Code of Ordinances, including but not limited to,

Chapter 20 Water and Sewerage Systems, Chapter 21 Stormwater Management,

Chapter 35 Soil Erosion and Sedimentation Control, Chapter 36 State Minimum Standard

Construction Codes, Chapter 38 Water Conservation Ordinance, and Chapter 39 Land

Development Regulations would need to be met at the time of development of the

subject property. 
Seconded by Theresa Kenerly, the motion carried with 5 voting in favor.  Sandie Romer was recused from participation as Council Member for all council discussions and votes in this matter.

Mr. Richardson agreed to the conditions.

 NEW BUSINESS

1. Conditional Use Bed and Breakfast




Jin Cleveland made a motion to approve the conditional Use application for a Bed and Breakfast at 1220 Peachtree Road, subject to the following conditions:

1.  No noise above talking level after 9 PM or before 8 AM.

2.  All parking shall be behind the front corner of the house

3.  Only the existing sign is permitted

4.  Residents remain on –site at all times

5.  No late arrivals.

6.  No exterior lighting not attached to the house, with the exception of existing pillar lights.

7.  No RV or trailer parking.

8.  No alcoholic beverages.

9.  The water rate will  be charged at the commercial rate.

Seconded by Theresa Kenerly, the motion carried with all voting in favor.

Pat Grant agreed to these conditions.
A motion was made by Jim Cleveland to approve the resolution prepared by Thomas Mitchell placing a moratorium on Bed and Breakfast establishments until October 5, 2010.  Seconded by Theresa Kenerly, the motion carried with all voting in favor.

2. Local Issuing Authority Certification (Release)

Theresa Kenerly made a motion to relinquish the Local Issuing Authority of the City of Hoschton for Soil Erosion and Sedimentation Control.  Seconded by Scott Butler, the motion carried with all voting in favor.
3. Business License Fee






Theresa Kenerly made a motion for the Business License fee to remain at $100 and due by December 31 for the following year.  If the fee is not paid by January 15 of the next year, the fee doubles to $200.  Also for Home Occupation Licenses, the fee would double from $45 to $90 if unpaid by January 15.  Seconded by Jim Cleveland, the motion carried with all voting in favor.
